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Warm-Up
 Look at the picture on the first page of the unit. Ask questions about the picture. Examples include:  
What can you see in the picture? (fruits and vegetables) What fruits are in the picture? What vegetables are in the picture? Which of these fruits and vegetables do you like? Dislike? What other kinds of foods do you like to eat? What kinds of foods are good for your health? Bad for your health?

Extension Activity: Language Focus
Describe It!
1. With the class, brainstorm a list of nouns. Try to elicit some more unusual choices. 
E.g. skateboard, adventure, hospital, sibling
2. Have the students work in pairs or small groups to think of adjectives to describe these nouns. Encourage them to use two or three adjectives per noun in order to get them thinking about coordinate and non-coordinate adjectives. 

Sample Conversation:
S1: Let’s start with ‘sibling.’
S2: Hmm, well my sister is kind to me.
S3:How about kind, generous, and …?
S1: Kind, generous, and caring.
S2: Good choices. So we can say siblings are kind, generous, and caring.
S3: Let’s do ‘skateboard’ next.
S1:…

Extension Activity: Writing
Activity 1
Have the students write out their sentences from the Language Focus extension activity above, paying attention to the use of commas.

Activity 2
Tell the students they are going to write a television commercial for a product. They should think of ways of describing this product and explain to people why they should buy it.
 Sample writing
The new Quick Phone is a modern, high-tech cell phone. It is small and convenient. The Quick Phone feels smooth and comfortable in your hand. It is a cheap, efficient phone. It has a nice stylish design, too. Its screen has a sharp, clear picture. 

If you think this will be challenging for your students, start by brainstorming ideas for a product together as a class, then have students work with a partner to write sentences to describe it.
